· MARKETING AND DEVELOPMENT REPORT BY REBECCA MUELLER:  Rebecca Mueller reported and congratulated the CRBS Volleyball and Football teams on their undefeated records and commended them for all their hard work and perseverance.
· PROJECT 54 REPORT BY KIM SCOTT:  Rebecca Mueller reiterated that in order for the school to be eligible to apply to foundations for funding, the school’s participation level in Project 54 was required to be at 75%.  Rebecca stated no amount/donation was too small since the participation requirements are based upon percentages and not amounts.
